In September 1999, members of the Bereavement Support Work Team met at the offices of the National SIDS Resource Center (NSIDSRC) in Vienna, Virginia to review materials for and about families experiencing an infant death.  The team reviewed not only materials within the NSIDSRC archives, but also materials obtained by the NSIDPSC and those brought from their personal bookshelves.  In all, over 300 titles were reviewed.  However, this is but a fraction of the materials that were available for review.
